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1. At the first plenary neeting, on 14 June 1993, the Wrld Conference on
Human Rights, in accordance with rule 4 of the rules of procedure of the
Conference, appointed a Credentials Conmittee, based on that of the
Credentials Committee of the General Assenbly of the United Nations at its
forty-seventh session, consisting of the followi ng nine nmenbers: Argentina,
Bar bados, Benin, China, New Zeal and, Papua New Gui nea, Russi an Federation,
Rwanda and United States of Anerica.

2. The Credentials Commttee held one neeting, on 22 June 1993.

3. The President of the World Conference, M. Al ois Mk (Austria), served
as Acting Chairnman of the Conmittee.

4, The Conmittee had before it a nenorandum by the Secretary-Cenera
dated 21 June 1993 on the status of credentials of representatives
participating in the Conference. Additional information on credentials
received by the Secretary-General after the issuance of the nenorandum was
provided to the Conmittee by its Secretary.

5. As noted in paragraph 1 of the menorandum of the Secretary-General, as
updated by the additional information received, formal credentials issued by
the head of State or CGovernnent or by the Mnister for Foreign Affairs, as
provided for in rule 3 of the rules of procedure of the Wrld Conference on
Human Ri ghts (A/ CONF. 157/8), had been received by the Secretary-General for
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the representatives of the following 113 States participating in the
Conference: Afghanistan, Al geria, Austria, Bahrain, Bangl adesh, Barbados,

6. As noted in paragraph 2 of the menorandum as updated, information
concerning the appointment of representatives participating in the Conference
had been communi cated by nmeans of facsimle or cable or in the formof letters
or notes verbales frommninistries, permanent missions to the United Nations or
ot her governnent offices or authorities, by the follow ng 58 States
participating in the Conference: Al bania, Angola, Argentina, Arnenia,
Australia, Azerbaijan, Belgium Bosnia and Herzegovi na, Burundi, Canada,
Central African Republic, Chile, Conoros, Congo, Costa Rica, Doninica,

Equat ori al Quinea, Estonia, Fiji, France, Ganbia, Georgia, Germany, G eece,
Guat enal a, CGui nea-Bissau, Haiti, Honduras, Iran (lslamc Republic of), Italy,
Jordan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Lesotho, Liberia, Lithuania, Luxenbourg,
Nam bi a, Ni caragua, N geria, Pakistan, Rwanda, Sonpba, Sao Tone and Princi pe,
Senegal , Seychelles, Sierra Leone, Slovenia, Sri Lanka, Switzerland,

Taji kistan, Turkey, United Arab Enirates, United Kingdomof Geat Britain and
Northern Ireland, United States of Anerica, Uruguay, Uzbekistan and Vanuat u.

7. The Acting Chairman proposed that the Committee accept the credentials of
all the representatives mentioned in the nmenorandum of the Secretary-General

on the understanding that formal credentials for representatives referred to
in paragraph 2 of the Secretary-Ceneral's nmenorandum would be conmunicated to
the Secretary-General as soon as possible. The followi ng draft resolution was
proposed by the Acting Chairman for adoption by the Commttee:

The Credentials Committee

Havi ng exam ned the credentials of the representatives to the Wrld
Conference on Hurman Rights referred to in paragraphs 1 and 2 of the menorandum
of the Secretary-Ceneral dated 21 June 1993,

Accepts the credentials of the representatives concerned.

8. The draft resolution was adopted by the Cormittee w thout a vote.
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9. Subsequently, the Acting Chairnman proposed that the Conmittee recomend
to the Conference the adoption of a draft resolution (see para. 11 bel ow).
The proposal was adopted by the Cormittee wi thout a vote.

10. In the light of the foregoing, the present report is subnmitted to the
Conf er ence.
